She is for the
next three years far away from home in Tamale, a distance of 7 hours. She is happy for the school and is
doing well in school, but it was a big change to leave the family in Tamale. Abraman followed her to Ku-
masi to the school. She has now passed her first year with a total grade as no 9 out og 106 students.
Quite impressive.

Kausada is Abramans daughter in law. She passed her Senior High School in Kumasi, the same school as
Ragadawu’s. She passed the final test with e very excellent score and was admitted to a bachelor educa-
tion at University of Development in Tamala in a four-year program for nursing. We have raised a spon-
sorship for her for payment of fee, books, renting a room on campus and additional items like equip-
ment, cooking materials, and money for living. She has now started her 2. Year of the education.

Abdulai has been member of YHCG for many years. In 2019 our association supported his Diploma in
Theater Arts, University of Education, Winneba. Ghana. The education has been closed during some pe-
riods because of corona. Abdulai has now passed the first two years with impressive results and has ap-
plied the association to continue his 2 years Post Diploma. We have accepted that.

Members in our association have during the last 20 years supported children from the group in their en-
rollment in the schools and now we can gain the fruits of our support where several students reach the
highest levels in the education system. Although Ghana has a developed school system, it still demands
certain payments to send a child to school, school uniforms, shoes, books, pencils and money for food.
